AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF EASTAMPTON TO AMEND THE
TOWNSHIP CODE AT SECTION 88 —“SUBDIVISION OF LAND AND SITE PLAN
REVIEW”

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Council of the Township of Eastampton, in the
County of Burlington and the State of New Jersey, as follows:

SECTION I. INTRODUCTION

In response to the recent re-examination of the Township Master Plan and in furtherance of the
recommendations made within the Re-Examination Report of November 2006, adopted as
revised by the Land Use Planning Board on March 31, 2007, the Township Council now seeks to
amend the Subdivision of Land and Site Plan Review Ordinance to make certain revisions to
their requirements related to the Village Center District.

SECTION II.
The Township Council hereby amends Chapter 88 as follows:
Section 88-4.A shall be amended as follows:

The definition of “SITE PLAN” shall have the words “not involving a subdivision”
removed.

Section 88-9. shall be amended as follows:

Upon receipt of an application for a minor subdivision, together with the required
supporting documents, and payment of the prescribed fee, the-Clerk-shalforthwith-submit-same
te the Secretary, whe shall submit one copy of the application and supporting documentation

each to the Land Use Planning Board Subdivision-CommitteeTheTFoewnship Engineer and the

Attorney for the Land Use Plannrng Board for a report thereon to the Land Use Plannrng Board.

These reports shaII comment on the completeness of the appllcatlon in conformrty with thls
chapter, whether or not the application meets the standards of a minor subdivision, and whether
or not the application is in compliance with all requirements of applicable laws and ordinances.
The Engineer shall also advise as to the likelihood of off-tract improvements being required and,
if such shall be the case, shall advise the Township Council, which shall then act pursuant to the

Section 88-37. shall be amended as follows:
The words “one linen or Mylar, two cloth, and’ shall be eliminated.

Section 88-46 shall be amended as follows:

All Sections A through L should be deleted. A new Section A should be provided.
Section A shall read: Developers shall post the necessary performance guarantees, inspection
escrows, maintenance guarantees and inspection escrow as provided in the New Jersey
Municipal Land Use Law.

Section 88-50.B. shall be amended as follows:
The word “‘Minor’ shall be replaced by ‘Major’ in the first sentence.

Section 88-53.1. A. shall be amended as follows:

This sentence shall be added at the end of 88-53.1.A.

The most current Residential Site Improvement Standards (RSIS) manual shall be used to
design all residential projects. The RSIS standards govern when there is a conflict between
this Ordinance and the RSIS. However, the standards contained in this Ordinance shall
apply to non-residential projects.

Section 88-53.1.E shall be amended as follows:
E. The right of ay width for non-residential developments shall be measured from lot line to lot
line and shall not be less than the following:

Section 88-53.1.E. shall be amended as follows:

Subsection (5) should be amended as follows:

The right-of-way width for internal roads and alleys in residential developments including
multi-family,—cemmereial-and-industrial developments shall be determined-on-an-individual-basis
and-shal-neverbe-less—than-33—feet-in accordance with the most current Residential Site
Improvement Standards (RSIS) manual and shall in all cases be of sufficient width and design
to safely accommodate the maximum traffic, parking and loading needs and maximum access for
fire apparatus. Fire lanes shall be designed in accordance with the most current RSIS
manual and approved by the Township’s Fire Official.



Section 88-53.1.J shall be amended to add:
(7) Storm sewer mains. Prior to the construction of the top course, All storm sewer mains shall
be televised.

Section 88-53.3 shall be amended as follows:
Section 88-53.3.B. (2)(b) and (c) shall be deleted.

Section 88-53.3.J. shall be amended as follows:
J. Each recreation area shall also contain one freestanding shelter building as-manufacturerby

Section 88-53.10 shall be deleted in its entirety.
